
 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

From Asheville, NC: Follow I-40 East to Exit 72. Continue straight off the exit and follow US Hwy 70 East to 

Marion. Turn Left onto US Hwy 221, heading north. Turn left onto State Hwy 194 heading north into the town 

of Newland. (Do not turn left at the Chevron Station. Continue north for approximately 4 more miles and turn at 

the Crossnore Drug Store heading north on State Hwy 194.) Once in Newland, continue past the 2nd traffic 

light for 2 miles. Turn left on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on the left. 

  

From Boone, NC: Follow State Hwy 105 south to the town of Linville. Once in Linville, turn right onto US Hwy 

221 heading south. After approximately 1 mile, continue through the traffic light onto State Hwy 181 toward the 

town of Newland. Once in Newland, turn right onto State Hwy 194 heading North. Continue on State Hwy 194 

for 2 miles. Turn left on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on the left. 

  

From Elizabethton, TN: Follow US Hwy 19E across the state line to the town of Elk Park. Just past Elk Park 

about 1 mile, continue straight onto State Hwy 194 approximately 3 miles. Just as the road flattens out at the top 

of the mountain turn right onto Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. (Do not enter at the club house, 

it will be the next right past the club house off of State Hwy 194). The barn office is on the left. 

  

From Hickory, NC: Follow US Hwy 321 north to the town of Boone. Once in Boone, turn left onto State Hwy 

105 heading south toward the town of Linville. Once in Linville, turn right onto US Hwy 221 heading south. 

After approximately 1 mile, continue straight through the traffic light onto State Hwy 181 toward the town of 

Newland. Once in Newland, turn right onto State Hwy 194 heading North. Continue on State Hwy 194 for 2 

miles. Turn left on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on the left. 

  

From Marion, NC: Follow US Hwy 221 heading north. Turn left onto State Hwy 194 heading north into the 

town of Newland. (Do not turn left at the Chevron Station. Continue north for approximately 4 more miles and 

turn at the Crossnore Drug Store heading north on State Hwy 194.) Once in Newland, continue past the 2nd traffic 

light for 2 miles. Turn left on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on the left. 

  

 

 

 



 

 

 

From Morganton, NC: Follow State Hwy 181 north to the town of Newland. (At the top of the mountain, State 

Hwy 181 will merge to the right with US Hwy 221. Continue to the right and follow State Hwy 181 to Newland.) 

Once in Newland, turn right onto State Hwy 194 heading north. Continue on State Hwy 194 for 2 miles. Turn left 

on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on the left. 

  

From Statesville, NC: Follow I-40 West to Exit 105. Take a right onto State Hwy 18 heading north. Go through 

the City of Morganton and continue straight onto State Hwy 181 to the Town of Newland. (At the top of the 

mountain, State Hwy 181 will merge to the right with US Hwy 221. Continue to the right and follow State Hwy 

181 to Newland.) Once in Newland, turn right onto State Hwy 194 heading north. Continue on State Hwy 194 

for 2 miles. Turn left on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on the left. 

  

From Winston-Salem, NC: Follow US Hwy 421 heading north to the town of Boone. Once in Boone, turn left 

onto State Hwy 105 heading south toward the town of Linville. Once in Linville, turn right onto US Hwy 221 

heading south. After approximately 1 mile, continue straight through the traffic light onto State Hwy 181 heading 

north toward the town of Newland. Once in Newland, turn right onto State Hwy 194 heading north. Continue on 

State Hwy 194 for 2 miles. Turn left on Balsam Dr. and continue through the golf course. The barn office is on 

the left.
